WELCOME

Welcome to Holy Trinity Church on the feast of the Lord’s Resurrection. Today the church
completes its three great days of celebrating redemption. Since Maundy Thursday, we have been
involved in an extended liturgy which will be brought to its conclusion today. This is the celebration
of the Passover of Christ from death into life. It is also the celebration of our own passover in Holy
Baptism, in which “we were buried with Christ in his death and raised with him.”

Throughout the fifty days of Easter, the preferred first reading on Sundays is from the Acts of
the Apostles rather than from the Old Testament. These weekly readings from Acts describe
the life of the first Christians and their proclamation of Christ’s resurrection.

Today’s Gospel reading is the account of the risen Jesus speaking with Mary Magdeline in the
garden outside the tomb and sending her forth to tell the disciples of his resurrection, just as
we are sent forth to tell others.

Please join with us in this celebration of God’s victory over death. May you find in this
gathering the assurance that God is even now raising you to new life.
